Course Description:  The STAR (STudent Achievement in Reading) course is designed to improve reading skills for the intermediate adult basic education student at the fourth through eighth grade reading level. Researched-based instructional strategies are implemented to improve student reading outcomes for student success in further coursework, the workplace and the community. 
Course Objectives:    Throughout this course, the student will learn to: 
1. Demonstrate an improvement of the four components of reading (alphabetics, vocabulary, fluency and comprehension); 

2. Read short stories/novels using evidence-based strategies that promote the effective balance of all components: alphabetics and vocabulary at the word level and fluency and comprehension at the text level; 

3. Participate in assessment procedures designed to gauge individual strengths and weaknesses and guide reading instructional strategies; 

4. Participate in small group activities related to short story/novel selections; 

5. Participate in educational and employment goal-setting activities.
Course Outcomes:    Upon successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:
Critical Thinking: Students will be able to analyze, synthesize and evaluate information in order to develop conclusions or solutions while actively engaging in learning and questioning beyond the content of the course. 

Oral Communication: Students will be able to deliver a clear, well-organized speech, presentation or idea. 
Quantitative and Qualitative Problem-Solving: Students will be able to acquire, analyze and use data to develop a solution.

Writing assignments: There will be four short writing assignments with revisions. One will be an introduction, two will be based on the novel we read together, and one will be a reflection of your learning.

Homework may be a reading passage, a worksheet, a summarizing exercise, a writing assignment, and/or vocabulary practice. Some homework activities will be accessed via the class website; please let me know immediately if website access poses an issue for you.
Participation: Participating in class, group, and pair discussions is a vital part of the learning process. Even if it’s cheesy, you gotta participate.
Projects: There will be one major project during the course. Details will be provided at a later date.
